CLAUSE 12 RULE 16 (2)

The association believes that the proposed amendment can be dangerous to the system that is, the issue that such persons must have a minimum of 7 years in a Registrar’s Department.

CLAUSE 13 ALLOTMENT OF SHARES

The new rule 68 (1) is commendable but what happens if the issuer refuses to sign.

CLAUSE 19 RULE 53 FORM, SIZE, NUMBER ETC OF PROSPECTUS

Lines 1 and 2 should read thus:

“In order to ensure that companies intending to be quoted on the CTP are not unduly overburdened, it was . . . “

Also, the last sentence of proposed rule 53 (1), which goes thus:

“the prospectus may be abridged in terms of content and may not be in printed form”

The pertinent question to ask is, whether it can be oral. The answer is NO.

RULE ON MARKET ABUSES

Rules 110 to 18 should be looked at thoroughly. There should be a regulation on market abuses such as insider trading which can be controlled through a regulatory regime that eliminates the information assymmetry between the insider and the investing public.

There should be clear civil and if necessary criminal sanctions for violation of non-disclosure requirements imposed on insiders; the rules as to non-discloseable information or when information can be disclosed and to whom must be clear.

RULE ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

This should be reviewed and new standards of conduct for professionals such as legal practitioners and accountants should be set.

RULE ON DETERMINATION OF FEES OF PARTIES TO AN OFFER AND MECHANISM FOR RESOLUTION OF CONFLICT ON ISSUE OF FEES

The Capital Market Association believes that this is an important area that has been neglected by the committee. There is need for a regulation to govern this important area. 

DETERMINATION OF FEES OF PARTIES TO AN OFFER

The fees payable to all parties to an offer should be accordingly scaled depending on the participation of all the parties to the offer provided that no other parties to the offer shall determine the fees payable to the other.

MECHANISM FOR RESOLUTION OF CONFLICT ON ISSUE OF FEES

In a situation where conflict arises in respect of the fees payable to any of the parties to an offer, this can be resolved by taking into cognizance the contributions of all the parties to the offer.

Every professional body whose members are parties to the offer should prepare a checklist approved by the commission and in every transaction this checklist must be filed with a declaration of compliance.
